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You may take 3A and
3B concurrently.

You must, however,
complete both 3A and
3B before taking
Spanish 15 or upper-

division SPAN courses.

S Spanish courses
beyond 3A and 3B.

Four of those five courses must
be upper-division.

Prerequisite for
Spanish 3A and 3B:

An active prerequisite
check system is in place for
Spanish 3A and 3B. In
order to enroll in the
Spanish 3 series, a student
must have passed Spanish
2C, S2BC or 2NS (native
speakers), or scored 110 or
above on the Spanish
Placement Test.

Residence Requirement for the Minor: At least 4 upper-division courses required
for the minor must be completed successfully at UCIL. By petition, 2 of the 4 may be taken
through the UC Education Abroad Program, providing course content is approved in
advance by the appropriate department chair.
